INSTALLATION

A. Locate the Restriction Assembly .031” (0,79 mm) in a visible, dry location.

B. Install the Restriction Assembly .031” (0,79 mm) as the last item before the Pneumatic Actuator in the pipe supplying air or nitro-
gen to the pneumatic release system.

C. Regulation of the air supply is recommended to maintain release system pressure at a constant level.

INSPECTIONS, TESTS AND MAINTENANCE

WARNING: Any system maintenance that involves placing a control valve or detection system out of service may eliminate the fire
protection capabilities of that system. Prior to proceeding, notify all Authorities Having Jurisdiction. Consideration should be given to
employment of a fire patrol in the affected areas.

A. ANNUAL INSPECTION:

Establish a fire patrol in area.

Close the main control valve, placing the system out of service.

Shut off the air or nitrogen supply to the Release Line Air Supply Assembly.

Trip the release system to relieve supervisory pressure.

Separate the restricted orifice union assembly and remove the screened orifice restriction.

If necessary, clean the restricted orifice by flushing in soap and water. Rinse and dry the restricted orifice assembly completely.
Re-install restricted orifice assembly.

Reset the pneumatic release system, pressurizing the pneumatic release line. The low air pressure alarm signal should end
when the system pressure reaches the set point of supervisory switch.

9. Open main control valve. Place system in service. Follow procedures in the technical data for system used.
